What to Bring (Please label all personal items to prevent them from being lost and/or stolen)
· Suitable clothing for weather conditions (it gets cool on the lakeside!)

· Swim suit, towel and hat

· Appropriate footwear - sandals for beach, socks/running shoes for outdoor games and tennis
· Healthy lunch (or purchase ahead from snack bar) 

· Two healthy (NUT-FREE) snacks

· Sunscreen

· Water Bottle

· Bug-spray

Drop-Off and Pick-Up

· Regular camp hours are 8am-5:30pm. You may drop off and pick up your child anytime within these hours. 

· Early Drop-off Hours start at 7:30am and Late Pick-up Hours end at 6:00pm; an extra charge of $5 per day/per family. 
· PLEASE register for Early Drop-off and Late Pick-up by the Thursday BEFORE your week of camp for staffing purposes. We WILL NOT have staff scheduled for these hours unless there are children registered.   Contact daycamp@sarniaridingclub.com 
Lost Items

· For health and safety reasons and as a result of the volume, Lost and Found items will be kept in the Day Camp room for ONE WEEK ONLY, please make sure to check this table daily when you pick up your child. 

Lunch and Snacks

· Parents are asked to provide two nutritional, NUT-FREE snacks for their children each day. Lunches are available for purchase at a charge of $8 per day, and can be ordered the day of. 
· Campers are allowed to purchase ONE treat from the Lakefront Café with their parents’ consent at lunch hour and one during the afternoon break. Members will be allowed to charge these treats to their account, but parental consent MUST be noted on registration form.  Pre-paid gift cards are available at our office.
Medical Emergencies & Medications

· In the case of a medical emergency, you will be contacted immediately by a staff member. If you cannot be reached, we will contact your Emergency Contact (for serious situations only). In the case that no one can be reached, the Day Camp staff will decide the best course of action. All of the Day Camp counselors are trained in at least First Aid. 

· For parents of children with allergies or medical conditions, please bring a picture of your child to camp on the first day. We will have a cork board in the Day Camp Room with these pictures and the necessary information so that children can be easily identified. SRC staff will administer only prescriptions medications.  For safety reasons, parents are required to sign a medication authorization form, outlining dosages and times to be given.  Medication must be clearly labeled with the camper’s name, date, name of drug, instructions for storage and administration.

Refund or Cancellation Policy

· Refund requests of paid fees must be made one week prior to the start of selected camp session. 

· Refund to be issued less a $25 administration fee.  Refunds are not granted for inclement weather.

Swimming

· Because of our wonderful location and facilities, we will be spending an hour and a half daily either at the beach or pool. Three certified lifeguards are always guarding the pool and all counselors will be in the pool interacting with children. When at the beach, a lifeguard is always on duty.

· Please note your child’s swimming abilities on registration form.  Prior to swimming our lifeguards will conduct a swimming test and review the rules of the pool area. The test will assess the swimming abilities of each child and decide whether a lifejacket is needed in the shallow end.

Tennis and Swimming Lessons

· The Day Camp staff will walk your children to and from swimming and tennis lessons each day.
· The Tennis and Pool staff will contact you a week or two before lessons start to confirm your child’s registration.  If you have not been contacted one week before lessons begin, please contact:
